From the Historian:

Fellow VFW Comrades,

Battle of Leyte Island

October 17" marks the 70™ anniversary of the significant amphibious invasion of the Gulf of Leyte in the Philippines by
American and Filipino guerilla forces under the command of General Douglas MacArthur. The operation began on 17
October 1944 and continued until 01 July 1945. Purpose of this campaign was to recapture and liberate the Philippine
Archipelago from 3 years of Japanese occupation.

Capturing the Philippines strategically would deprive Japan of the vital sea routes from Borneo and Sumatra upon which
rubber and petroleum were shipped to the Imperial forces. In addition General MacArthur had vowed to return after his
recall to Australia to avoid capture in 1942. So for the General it was a matter of pride. In July 1944 the decision was
made to invade the Philippines.

Preliminary operations for the Leyte operation began on 17 October and by 20 October beach heads were secure enough
for General MacArthur® dramatic entrance through the surf and proclaim to the Filipino people that liberation had come.
He declared famously,i Peopl e of the Philippines, I have returned. By
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again on Phil i ppi n e Thedighiing éontinued until the end of December 1944 when MacArthur declared that
organized resistance had ceased.

The campaign for Leyte proved the first and most decisive operation in the American reconquest of the Philippines.
Japanese losses in the campaign were heavy, with the army losing four divisions and several separate combat units,
while the navy lost 26 major warships and 46 large transports and hundreds of merchantmen. The struggle also reduced
Japanese land-based air capability in the Philippines by more than 50%. Once the decisive battle of Leyte was lost, the
Japanese gave up hope of retaining the Philippines, conceding to the Allies a critical bastion from which Japan could be
easily cut off from outside resources, and from which the final assaults on the Japanese home islands could be launched.

Japanese losses were 50,000 killed while the Americans suffered nearly 3500 killed and more than 11,900 wounded.

The victory in Leyte was a significant milestone in the ending of war in the Pacific. And we are proud of the veterans who
served in this battle and salute those who made the ultimate sacrifice for freedom.

This is just one of many interesting battles in the Pacific that our Veterans participated in. You may find out more details
about the Battle of Leyte on the web.

Our Post 12130 in District 7 is located in Cebu. | encourage all to look up the post in the DPA history.

From the Judge Advocate:

Comrades, in this issue of the Typhoon | will discuss the rational of having Post By-Laws and
then present the Council Rules of Order for the upcoming Department Mid-Term.

Post By-Law

To start with it is well known in Departments in the VFW that most Posts do not have by-laws
unless they are operating an activity, e.g., such as a club (canteen) or Post Home. This is
because it is not necessarily a requirement pursuant to National By-Laws. Please refer to
National By-Laws, Article Il, Section 202 - By-Laws, where It indicates Posts "may" adopt Post
By-Law. With that said, then the question is; "Why is there any need for Post By-Laws if it's not necessarily a
requirement?"

In answer to above question you will find in the Leadership Reference Guide published annually by National that it states
if a Post is operating any type of activity, e.g., particularly a Club (canteen) or Post Home they should adopt Post By-
Laws. Itis noted that a set of by-laws may cover areas left out in both National and Department By-Laws. That being so
if the Post has or intends to have Post By-Laws the following are a few issues and areas to consider:

a The Post By-Laws are the sole responsibility of the Post and as such may be set up in the best way to suit the
type of operations probable in the Post.

a That Post By-Laws shall not permit anything prohibited by National or Department regulations, nor take away
responsibilities or authority of Post officers.

ua They can set up general policies and procedures within the Post.

VFW Department of Pacific Areas Page 10
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a By-Laws may provide the establishment of "standing committees" (a permanent committee meeting regularly)
within the Post, state how they are selected and limits of their powers and duties; they may give authority for sponsorship
or recurring activities; limit the expenditures of funds; establish the procedure for carrying out certain objectives and
provide their own amendments. Some examples of standing committees would be the Post House Committee,
Membership, Programs, By-Laws and Resolutions, etc ...

Please note that Post By-Laws set the policies and the way of carrying them out, thus giving a clearer understanding for
the membership of the Post operating procedures. Also, a good set of by-laws may help your Post meetings run a little
smoother, as not everyone reads or interprets the National By-Laws and Manual of Procedure the same way. Whenever
by-laws are proposed, revision or amendments thereto they shall be submitted through Department and then to National
for approval.

As a reminder any Post that has an activity such as a club or canteen service operations is required by Department By-
Laws to have Canteen By-Laws and House Rules (regulations) to provide the management tools for running the
operations. Any proposed, revision or amendment(s) to Canteen By-Laws are submitted only to the Department for
approval.

Council of Administration Rules of Order Mid-Term

Composition:

The Council of Administration shall consist of the Commander, Senior Vice Commander, Junior Vice Commander,
Adjutant, Quartermaster, Judge Advocate, Chief-of-Staff, Inspector, Chaplain, Surgeon, Junior Past Department
Commander and all District Commanders. In the absence of a District Commander, the District Senior Vice Commander,
or in their absence, the District Junior Vice Commander, may serve as a member of the Council.

Motion Procedural Guidelines:

1. Once the Presiding Officer has acknowledged a motion and it has been seconded it may now be open for discussion.
2. Any member, when duly recognized by the Presiding Officer may speak on the motion for clarity, either for or against.
3. Every member is automatically entitled to speak once on a debatable motion before the body unless the body, by a 2/3
vote, has ordered the discussion closed. After discussion has been voted closed, no one can debate a motion except by
unanimous consent.

4. A member is also automatically entitled to speak a second time on the same question the same day, unless other
members who have not yet spoken on the question actually rise to claim the floor to speak. If no one rises, he may speak
a second time.

5. No one may automatically speak a third or further time if anyone in the assembly objects.

6. Only Council members are allowed a vote on any motion before the body. (Including the Commander there are
eighteen (18) voting Council members.)
